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Prince Charles, is a volunteer-run organisation
campaigning to stop pubs disappearing in rural
areas, and encouraging them to broaden their
remit beyond food and drink to provide other
services that are hard to find in far-flung areas
— for example, providing post office services.

Pub Is The Hub also has a team of experts
and a degree of funding to support communities
who want to protest planning decisions to
change pubs into houses, or to help those
communities club together and buy and run a
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business. A CAMRA-awarded medal at the
GBBF means that he can up production, and a
few more local pubs will take his product;
perhaps he can employ one more person. A
quality product will reach a greater audience.
At the judging panel earlier in the day (on to
which The Big Issue was graciously invited)
over 60 beers had been held up to the light,
sniffed, quaffed and enjoyed.
